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WORLD BROADCASTING UNIONS SUPPORT CREATION OF A 

WORLD RADIO DAY 
 

The World Broadcasting Unions (WBU) enthusiastically endorses the 
proposal to establish a World Radio Day within the United Nations 
calendar. 
 
The eight sister broadcasting unions comprising the WBU, discussing the 
proposal in Helsinki on 28 June, agreed unanimously that creation of such 
an annual Day would serve as a worthy recognition for the oldest 
electronic medium, which continues to play a fundamental role in 
guaranteeing social cohesion, information and education. 
 
They noted that the UN calendar already includes a UN World Television 
Day (21 November) and a Telecom and Internet day (17 May). 
 
All the unions are ready to support creation of a World Radio Day with their 
know-how, and by promoting or participating in special initiatives for such 
an event. 
 
As secretariat of the WBU, NABA has prepared this note on behalf of all 
the sister unions with a mandate to communicate it to UNESCO and to the 
Academia Española de la Radio, which originated the idea.
